Plastic Projection Displays
Cam3D is using pure acrylic of the kind developed for plastic optical fibres to make a big, low cost flat panel TV. The idea is to point a video projector into the edge of a wedge shaped slab of acrylic which is only a few millimeters thick, with the result that a magnified video image appears on the side of the wedge (http://www.cam3d.co.uk). We welcome discussion on sourcing high purity acrylic at volumes much greater than for plastic optical fibre, and on the precision manufacture of big optical components.
